Destined To Overcome – Lesson #3

Let’s read our text scripture once again this morning which are found in Genesis 1:26-28 and Psalms 8:1-9.


Remember, if you would, that when God created man, he created him to have “dominion over all the works of His [God’s] hands.”  Man was created in God’s class that he might be an “over-comer.”


Let’s also remember, that when man came fresh from the hand of God, he was given “ruler-ship over the earth, “kingship over it’s life,” and “dominion over its forces which included Satan and his kingdom.”


But as we said last week, Satan entered into the picture and man, instead of taking his rightful place as an over-comer and exercising his authority over the devil, is now being overcome by the devil.  [Last week we talked about Satan’s utter defeat and how God has tied all His activity and accomplishment in the earth to prayer and confession of His Word.  We also found that prayer and confession is not answered on the basis of spiritual superiority or our worthiness, but rather, simply on the boldness, courage and faith we express in prayer and confession regardless of our sense of worthiness.]


Today we want to talk about several things beginning with our “On-The-Job-Training”.


I invite you to open your Bibles with me to Luke 6:10 and let’s read what Jesus had to say there.  “The disciple is not above his master; but every one that is perfect [mature] shall be as his master.”

Let’s go now to Hebrews 5:8 and then we will tie these two verses together. “Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered.” 


Folks, what we find here in these two texts of scripture is this, even though Jesus Christ was the Son of God, he learned through obedience how to rule and reign.  He was and is our example, is he not?


Then you and I are in an “On-The-Job” Training program here on the earth to learn how to rule and reign and we need to take the training program more seriously and learn through the test, trials and tribulations, how to rule and reign in this life for our future life of ruler-ship.  “Who are kept by the power of God through faith unto salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 6. Wherein ye greatly rejoice, though now for a season, if need be, ye are in heaviness through manifold temptations:” 1 Peter 1:5-8


How many of you know that there are many Christians who feel that God will answer the prayers and confessions of other people, and especially for those whom they believe to be spiritually superior.  But how many of you know that this is not true?


But do you know why we sometimes feel this way?  It is because we have “inside information” concerning our own “weaknesses, our own infirmities, our own unworthiness and sin.”

And even through it is that the Bible states, “If I regard iniquity in my heart, God will not hear me,” [Ps 66:18], all prayers and confessions of God’s Word are heard and answered for one reason and one reason alone, “because of what Christ has done for us.”

Folks, when we accept Christ as our Savior and Lord and we are born again, it is for that very reason alone that God credits all of Christ’s worthiness to us!  Glory to God!  And if you have any doubt about this then read with me 1 Corinthians 1:30. “But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption.”

Folks, that’s the reason that all prayer and confession of God’s Word must be made in the Name of Jesus, on the basis of His worthiness, not ours!

Listen to me now, because prayer and confession of God’s Word is “on-the-job training,” God’s purpose of inaugurating the system of ruler-ship and dominion cannot be realized apart from prayer and confession.  How many of you understand what I just said?

Listen to the following verses of Scripture and you will begin to get a clear picture of what I just said.

James says, “Ye have not because ye ask not” James 4:2 Jesus said in Matthew 21:22 “Whatsoever ye ask in prayer believing, ye shall receive.”  Again Jesus said in Mark 11:23, “For verily I say unto you, that whosoever shall say unto this mountain, be thou removed and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith.”
So, we “have not,” not because of our unworthiness, but simply because many times we do not ask!

Folks, the devil uses our feelings of unworthiness to prevent us from praying and confessing God’s Word.  Why? Because when we quit praying and confessing God’s Word, he has us whipped and he has won.

Let me tell you a wonderful truth and I never what you to forget it!  All the prayers and confessions that God is answering are from people who not only FEEL unworthy, but who actually ARE unworthy.  But, despite their feelings of unworthiness, are making prayer and confession the main business of their lives anyway!

So, don’t let the devil brainwash you and hinder you any more because you may have sense of unworthiness from time to time.  Remember, we are worthy because He is worthy!

There are four areas I want to share with you about.

1. The authority in the Spoken Word of God.  “Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power.” Hebrews 1:3 “He is the sole expression of the glory of God – the Light-bearing, the out-raying of the divine – and He is the perfect imprint and very image of [God’s] nature, upholding and maintaining and guiding and propelling the universe by His mighty word of power.” Amplified Bible



“And they over came him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony.” Revelation 12:11



Folks, understand this, spiritual authority is legally based on the “Blood of the Lamb,” that is, the victory accomplished at Calvary.
